
WOMENS PENNANT POLICIES 2012 

1 Silver Pennant handicaps up to 18.4.  Teams may have some players on a higher 

 handicap Index but they must play off 18.4.                 All other pennant teams up to 40.4 

2 Silver singles only.  Second round is completely different match and substitutions may 

 be made 

3 Weekend Pennant – Preference to be given to Business Women (full or part-time) and 

 Students but all Clubs members may play 

4 Veterans Pennants – players must be 60 years of age or over on day of play 

5 Teams to consist of Silver –  Weekend – Veterans - 4 players:   Open – 6 players. 

6 Open, Veterans, Weekend  singles and fourball  fourball to take precedence. 

7 Where there are 2 or more teams representing the Club in each pennant, a player may 

 play for one team only in that competition. It does not preclude here from playing in any 

 other pennant competition 

8 If there is a bye going into the ¼ or sem-finals the team (or teams) with the next highest 

 points will go in the draw.   If 2 teams have the same number of points it will be done by 

 lot. 

9 All matches to finish after 18 holes.  If ¼ final is tied there will be a countback on holes 

 up on the day. If the games are still square, then and only then, a sudden death play off 

 as in 10 will take place 

10 In semi-finals and finals when the result is tied, a sudden death playoff including the 

 fourball match (Open, Vets and Weekend)  for No 1 & 2 players only, will be played 

 starting from the Tee where the match began until a decision in reached. With an 

 Official following play. 

11 In semi-finals and finals the highest handicap players will tee off first, with the No 1 & 2 

 players teeing off last, this is if there is a tie after 18 holes they can go straight to the 

 extra play off hole or holes. 

12 Scoring will be 2 points for SINGLES     2 points win  1  for a half   

             FOURBALL    1 point win and ½ for a half 

             TEAM WIN   2 POINTS   1 POINT FOR DRAW 



 

  

13 TOTAL POINTS:             SILVER – 10 points          Default -  7 points 

    WEEKEND  -  12 points  Default – 9 points  

    VETERANS – 12 points   Default –  9points 

    OPEN   -        17 points   Default -  12 points 

14 Clubs are reminded that it may be worth fielding a team even if they are one short. 

15 In all pennant matches the stroke allowance is the full difference of the the handicaps 

16 The lowest handicap index player is the No 1 even if No 2 is playing off the same 

 handicap. If played out of order instant disqualification. 

17 Players are to provide own lunch unless the Host Club has caterers in which case they 

 MUST be used. Clubs with resident caterers are Ashburton, Tinwald, Temuka, Timaru, 

 Pleasant Point,  Gleniti 

18 A charge of $2 PER PERSON for the day’s play at all Clubs.   Team Captain to collect and 

 give to Host Club
